We Amharic speakers use the word ‘say’ in so many

The word ‘Say’ means in Amharic is ‘“™A+ (malet)’
But, when you want command someone in Amharic to
say something, you should say ‘Bel’ instead of
““@A+" you say to him ‘bel’, to her, bey, to them belu.
For example, if you want someone to say something,

you can command him by saying, “A%& 11C +51C /

We have just seen above how to use the word 'say’ in
Ambharic when we want to command someone. Next
we will see how to forbid and warn someone using
this word.

And when we want to warn someone
from saying something, we say 'A79%F4 / Endatl’ in
